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Abstract

This paper aims to analyze the development opportunities of businesses operating within
the green economy framework in Georgia, under the conditions of the country’s current social
and economic situation. The research hypothesis is based on the assumption that economic
difficulties, consumer behavior, and lack of systemic support significantly hinder the functioning
and growth of green businesses.

A methodological study was conducted using an anonymous questionnaire with
representatives of six green businesses operating in Georgia, all of which are engaged in recycling
secondary waste and creating new products from it. The analysis of the results revealed several
trends: green businesses in Georgia are mostly small-scale, operate in a limited market, and strive
to survive independently. The research showed that while environmental awareness is increasing
among certain segments of society, this is not reflected in behavior, largely due to ingrained habits
and financial constraints.

The interpretation of the research findings confirmed the hypothesis: the main barriers to
green economy development in Georgia are consumer behavior, underdeveloped infrastructure,
and overall economic hardship — all of which stem from the country’s broader socio-economic
conditions. The paper presents recommendations for both the state and green businesses in order
to define the conditions necessary for sustainable development and to support green businesses in

the context of existing realities.
