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Abstract

The management of Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD) represents a global challenge that
requires a multidisciplinary approach, active involvement of state policies, and mobilization of
adequate resources. In Georgia, the diagnosis, therapy, and rehabilitation of children with ASD are
still in the developmental stage. Although certain governmental and non-governmental programs,
inclusive education opportunities, and therapeutic services exist, systemic shortcomings are still

evident. These issues complicate both early diagnosis and access to quality therapy.

This thesis explores the current characteristics of autism management in Georgia, including
political and institutional frameworks, existing programs, and their effectiveness. The aim of the
research is to identify the existing problems and discuss possible solutions in order to improve the
quality of life for children with ASD and enhance their integration into society. To achieve this
goal, a quantitative research method was employed, allowing for closer engagement with
individuals directly affected by this neurodevelopmental condition. This approach provided

clearer insights into the existing gaps and revealed potential opportunities for improvement.
