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Abstract 

The Master’s thesis, "The Role of Imagining the Future in Social Transformation," explores the 

philosophical-ontological foundations of the formation of the future-imaginary by social 

subjects. The work argues for the necessity of conceptualizing the process of social 

transformation not through the lens of mechanistic fatalism, but as a form of creative praxis. 

In a context where modernity perceives the future as a mere inertial extension of the present, 

the issue of the reactualization of the social subject within the framework of political 

philosophy becomes paramount. 

The core thesis of the research relies on Marxist ontology—specifically, the category of labor 

as the primordial phenomenon of social praxis. Following the arguments of Karl Marx and the 

late Georg Lukács, the study demonstrates that the "teleological positing" (teleologische 

Setzung) inherent in the labor process—the preliminary imagination of a goal—is the precise 

point where the structure of a causally closed world is disrupted, opening the sphere of 

objective possibilities. 

The work further analyzes the class dimension of imagining the future, drawing upon Marx’s 

historical-political writings (The Eighteenth Brumaire of Louis Bonaparte, The Civil War in 

France). Through a synthesis of the theories of Antonio Gramsci, Walter Benjamin, and Ernst 

Bloch, the research illustrates that revolutionary transformation requires the fusion of the 

"cold stream" (objective economic analysis) and the "warm stream" (utopian hope and the 

redemption of the past). 

In the concluding section, it is emphasized that the Marxist interpretation of imagining the 

future is not a subjectivist project, but a possibility immanently arising from the internal logic 

of social being (societal being). In this context, the present is viewed not as a finished, static 

givenness, but as an ontologically open field of potentialities. 
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
