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Annotation

The presented master's thesis is dedicated to the theoretical and practical analysis of the
process of professionalization of school social work in the context of Georgia and France. The
aim of the research is to identify the main structural, institutional, and professional factors that
determine the formation, functioning, and development dynamics of school social work in
modern educational systems. The work is based on the idea that the school represents not only
an important space for education, but also a significant space for social integration, prevention,
and ensuring the well-being of children, where the role of the social worker acquires special

importance.

The study uses classical and modern theoretical approaches to professionalization, including
sociological theories of professionalization, the concept of professional autonomy, and the
model of reflective practice. This theoretical framework allows school social work to be
analyzed as a value-based professional activity that is simultaneously subject to the influence
of state policy, legal regulation, and the institutional environment. The comparative analysis
of Georgia and France is carried out on the basis of the social institutionalism approach, which

ensures the identification of national specificities in the development of the profession.

The methodological basis of the study is a desk study, within the framework of which Georgian
and international academic literature, state documents, professional standards, and research
papers are analyzed. Descriptive and comparative analysis methods are used, which makes it
possible to systematize the differences and similarities of the professionalization process using

the examples of Georgia and France.

The results of the study demonstrate that in France, school social work is established as a
strongly institutionalized professional system, with a clear legal framework, a structured
model of professional education, and mechanisms of continuous professional support. In
Georgia, however, the process of professionalization of school social work is less

institutionalized and remains fragmented.

The conclusions of the paper highlight the necessity of strengthening the professionalization

of school social work in Georgia and present recommendations, emphasizing that the research



creates a theoretical and practical basis for the development of school social work and

contributes to its approximation to European professional standards.
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
