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Abstract

The state policy of Georgia, based on the principles of democracy, is aimed at increasing
access to education for every person living in the state. For many years, Georgia has been
working to resolve the problems of implementing legislative norms and regulations on
preschool education in practice. The processes have been improving, however, in recent years,
attention to the importance of early and preschool education and the need to receive it have
become active. In 2016, the Parliament of Georgia adopted the Law on Early Childhood
Education and Education, which regulates the universality of early and preschool education in
Georgia, its accessibility, as well as the legal foundations for its development and quality
assurance. The law establishes the mandatory authorization of preschool institutions, which is
currently underway. All over the world, including in Georgia, many necessary and necessary

processes are underway in this direction, but despite this, many challenges still exist today.

This paper is dedicated to the assessment of Georgia’s early and preschool education policy

based on the current legislative framework and its practical implementation.

The aim of the study is to assess Georgia’s early and preschool education policy and identify
the main challenges that are emerging in the process of policy implementation. The study is
based on qualitative and quantitative methodology and includes an analysis of existing
legislative and policy documents in the field of early and preschool education, as well as a
discussion of the results of interviews conducted with experts, representatives of municipalities

and a questionnaire survey conducted by educational personnel.

The study revealed that the normative framework of the policy is unified at the national level,
although its implementation is taking place differently depending on the municipalities. As a
result of the analysis, issues such as the problem of accessibility, accessibility of professional
development, infrastructural conditions, as well as support for children with the needs of

vulnerable groups through engagement were identified.



The paper presents the current state of the state policy of early and preschool education in
Georgia and contributes to the academic understanding of the processes taking place in the
field of early and preschool education. The assumptions and conclusions drawn from the
analysis in the paper can be used as recommendations to increase the effectiveness of further

policy implementation.
