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Abstract

Waste management is one of the key policy areas of all states, which directly affects people’s well-
being, quality of life, and the environmental conditions in which they live and work. Plastic waste
is particularly problematic due to its extremely slow natural decomposition process and
significant risks to human health and ecosystems. In Georgia, waste separation is not implemented
at the national level, which creates substantial challenges for the systematic collection and
recycling of plastic materials. This paper addresses the problem connected to quality of plastic
waste management in Georgia — and identifies main economic and institutional barriers to plastic
recycling, evaluates the extent to which the objectives of the national waste management strategy
is implemented, and examines international best practices aimed at reducing the environmental

impact of plastic waste.
