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Abstract

The paper discusses the emotions and worldview of Giorgi Mtsiri according to his
works - “Giorgi Mtatsmindeli”. The study of the issue occupies an important place in
the study of medieval literary studies and hagiography. The study allows us to better
understand the feelings of historical characters and the general socio-cultural
context.

Many scholars have expressed a general opinion about the mentioned monument,
but no specific observation has been made in this regard so far. The aim of the study
is to present Giorgi Mtsiri’s emotional experience based on examples. The paper uses
the opinions of scholars both about the works and the author, but the main part is
devoted to textual analysis.

The observation revealed that a careful study of the text is an important basis for
recognizing the author’s emotions, both from the position of an eyewitness and
when the information is narrated by a third person.

I believe that the work will be helpful to those interested in the study of
hagiographical texts, as the influence of the narrative position and comparative
analysis with other hagiographical monuments allow us to better assess the overall

artistic and emotional structure of the texts.
