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Abstract

The present study provides a comparative analysis of the resocialization processes of juvenile
girls in conflict with the law within the penitentiary systems of Georgia and France. The
research aims to assess the role of social workers, the psycho-social factors contributing to
delinquent behavior, gender-specific aspects, and the effectiveness of existing state services

within different institutional and socio-cultural contexts.

The study was conducted using a qualitative methodology. Data were collected through focus
groups with purposefully selected social workers who are directly involved in resocialization

programs for juvenile girls in Georgia and France.

The findings indicate that in both countries social workers play a significant role in the
resocialization process; however, in Georgia their involvement is largely reactive, with limited
opportunities for preventive intervention. In contrast, the French system is based on early
intervention, trauma-informed, and gender-sensitive approaches. In both contexts, delinquent
behavior is closely linked to psycho-social trauma and social stigma. The study highlights the
necessity of individually tailored, gender-sensitive interventions and the institutional

strengthening of social work, particularly within the Georgian context.
