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Abstract

The work details the relations of America-Iran on the basis of re-examination of theories of
attacking realism, liberalism and constructivism in frames of nuclear policy. The aim of the
research is to show that often under the international contracts the states have hidden
intentions and really they act due to their own national interests. From methodological point
of view the work belongs to qualitative research category and the researchable issue is re-

examined and explained through the ways of theories as well as deep interviews.

As a result of research it is established that America-Iran in frames of nuclear policy act due
to their national interests. Also it is clear that America’s actions against the nuclear policy
conditions the isolation of Iran and America carries the own national interests on behalf of

the Agreement about non-spread of nuclear weapons.
