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Abstract

In the paper, which refers to the sacred geography of Pshavi, my goal was to
present the ancient state of Pshavi, villages and communities, icons and frescoes
and traditions by which this region has been original unique and unbreakable for
centuries. I am going to describe the shrines in detail and draw parallels what
these shrines looked like since the period of the medieval centuries and in what
form they are still preserved and what functionality they have had for the
mountain. [ will focus on the borders of the community, which of course were
associated with the shrines. The icon -the domination of which covers certain
distance of the territory, literally exactly matches the community areas. This is the
community border. It is important to hold talks on relations between the
mountains and the inland, and the king as the main sovereign, how it regulated
close links between the mountain and the inland using economic relations.

As for the research methods, according to the research topic, in order to study the
issue thoroughly, I used a variety of scientific and historical books, articles, the
interviews with acting Khevisberebi (the Head of the community in the
mountain), and what is most important the research by Ilia State University Visual
Anthropology Laboratory carried out in the area. The research helped me to learn
and understand the state of modern Pshavi. Together with Professor Paata
Bukhrashvili, the head of my research, I travelled and visited Ukanapshavi
territory; I was introduced with the icons/frescoes, which had a lasting impression
on me.

The last part of
the paper focuses on the ways which we should apply to share the past traditional
knowledge with the society, until it is still in the memory of people.



Ultimately, the study stressed the importance that the mountain is an integral part
of the united space of the Caucasus with its customs and traditions, and we should
try and pass it from generation to generation in order not to be forgotten.
