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Abstract

We find too many punctuational mistakes in students' writing tasks that is caused by not paying
attention to the laws of the literary language and by the problems of studying the native
language at schools. To these days Punctuation remains as one of the weakest points of the
school education that makes an unwilling effect on the formation of students' writing speech
and on the common level of their literacy. The school education reform fully changed the
attitude towards teaching grammar and syntax. While integrating the lingual and the literary
materials the teacher is in lack of methodological resources, which will help her to form
students' punctuational skills. And the researches existed before are too old and unsuitable to be
used today. Just the reasons mentioned-above made me think to make a research on this

question.
We have discussed the following questions:

1) What punctuation mistakes students make and how they use punctuation rules in practice.

2) What are the reasons of making punctuational mistakes.

3) How punctuation is presented in NLP and how it is given in the text-books.

4) What resources teachers use to form students' punctuation skills.

5) How syntax is taught at schools, which later is the basis of forming punctuation.

6) How our students are ready for passing their national exams. Does the school give them

enough education in this angle?

The research was made in Tbilisi public school & 39 and village Kekhijvari public school in VII
and XII class pupils. 49 7th graders, 21 12th graders and six Georgian language teachers took part
in the research.

The data was collected with quantitative and qualitative research methods. Also, we analysed
the students' works. The research showed us - students make too many mistakes in punctuation
that can be divided in three groups: a) The punctuation mark isn't put in its necessary place or it
is omitted, b) It is put in the wrong place, c) It is put incorrectly. Mistakes in punctuation are
caused by: a) Defining punctuation as punctuation marks, b) The lack of the knowledge of using

them, c) Rejecting the use of lingual rules

To form the punctuation skills in students teachers use extra resources: a) additional literature,
b) private notes, c) extra curricular lessons, d) projects. School education isn't enough for the

majority of the students, so they take private teachers. Today the situation in teaching
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punctuation is very difficult. In fact punctuation marks are taught for two years at schools.

Analysing the text-books and comparing them to NLP and the standard of Georgian language
and literature showed us that they insist "results" from the students but there is no notice when
students should study what or at what stage teachers should teach their pupils this or that
material. To be precise, this is my own idea that can be only decided together by the Ministry of
Education and the authors of the text-books.

The research isn't very large-scale but I think that the problem mentioned in my magistry work

will arise the interest of the future generation and it will have a wider extent.
