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Abstract

The paper describes a study of the Master's dissertation research which was carried out in Tbilisi
school of St. Ilia the true. The purpose of the research was to use qualitative research to
determine the learning style preferences of Georgian students in English learning process on
their secondary level (11-12% grades) in consideration with gender aspect. J. Reid’s learning style
preference questionnaire was used as a research instrument which was delivered to 43 students.
The data were analyzed using percentage and descriptive analysis. The results of the research
have led to the conclusion that the major learning style for Georgian students is visual, while

the least popular style being gorup learning style.
