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Abstract

Nowadays, energy security is an important policy issue for those countries that possess energy
resources. Therefore, these countries need to work out such a policy that will guarantee their
energy security along with state sacurity. It shouls concern, the countries, especially those that
are located in the region of Central Asia, as they have to consider a lot about balancing their
relationship with neighbouring two giants— Russia and China.

The present work examines energy policy of Russia and China, confrontation and mutual assent
of own interests in the region, which on the other hand has an impact on the security of
energyresources in Central Asian states.
