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Abstract

Research question of this thesis is international sanctions, specifically sanctions
against Iran, which have drawn attention for over 4 decades and are still relevant. Aim of
this thesis is to ascertain how effective were international sanctions in stopping Iran’s
ambitions towards acquiring nuclear weapons.

In the first part of this thesis I overview the connection between economic sanctions
and nuclear proliferation, sanctions against Iran. In the second part of the thesis I present a
summary of how effective these sanctions have been in the past, their cost and how worth is

it for the sender countries to sustain these sanctions.
