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Abstract

The master’s degree thesis given below aims to identify the basic issues of Euroscepticism, on
the example of two member-states of the European Union — Denmark and Spain. The thesis
includes the discussion and the analysis about the concept of Euroscepticism and the related
issues a short discussion about the evolution and the history of the concept of
Euroscepticism; identification of the basic characteristics of Euroscepticism in various
countries of Europe — the member-states of the European Union. The thesis also includes the
review and the analysis of the existing literature and research about Euroscepticism. The
review of the history and modernity of the Euroscepticism in two member-states of the
European Union — Denmark and Spain — is given within the thesis. The last part of the thesis
offers the case study about the main differences of the specifications of Euroscepticism in

these two states.
