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Abstract

Using social media as the tool for mobilization is gaining more and more importance
for civil movements in Georgia. Research of the impacts of social media on civil activities are
extremely timely, as the modern technologies have created new ways for communication

and information sharing in society.

The aim of the research is to find out whether the mobilization of civil movement is

conditioned by using the social network.

According to the aim of the research, paper examines precedents of using social media
as the mobilization tool of the civil movements. To be more precise, by desk research,
focused interviews, content-analyses and non-structured, direct, unplugged, secret
observation methods, paper analyzes the 13® June movement, France solidarity
demonstration, demonstrations held in September, 2012 and “Auditorium 115” as four
different and the biggest scale civil activities in Georgia. With the given result, paper
confirms the hypothesis that spreading social network simplified one-time mobilization of

the civil movement.

The results of the research are important as the spreading scale of the social networks
is growing. Thus, the possibility of using them as the tools for civil movement’s mobilization

is increasing as well.
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
