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Abstract

The theme of this research is immigration and acculturation peculiarities. Main question of the research
was the following: is the type of acculturation influenced by the social history (moving alone or with the
family) of moving from one country to another ?

Research hypothesis was my presumption, that individuals, who move to another country with their
family,integrate in most cases and this is the healthiest form of acculturation. People who leave their
country and move into another culture alone- are marginalized. The research was conducted on ethnic
Georgians, who are born and raised in Georgia and live in another country for more than 6 months. The
method of the research was experiment. The independent variable of the research was the social history of
moving into another country (alone or with the family members) and dependent variable-acculturation.
For the purpose of the research questionnaires to measure acculturation were used. The acculturation
measure consisted of three parts. 208 individuals participated in the survey. After analyses of survey
results, the research hypothesis proved to be true. It appeared, that people who move into another country
with family members or relatives are more integrated and people who move out alone are more

marginalized.
