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The Systemic and Communicative-pragmatic Aspects of Word-

Abstract

The systemic and communicative-pragmatic aspects of word-formation in
German are discussed in this presented research work. The work consists
of two chapters. They are: 1) The language-systemic aspects of word-
formation in German, 2) The applied aspect of word-formation of the
German language.

The system of German word-formation is taught by two points: In the first
chapter of the research work all types of word-formation models (standard
and non-standard) are gathered and their functions are defined. Main
novelties and the results of the research are concentrated in the second
chapter. The communicative-pragmatic aspect is less studied in the theory
of the German language.
