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The following work studies and evaluates the short fiction, writing style,
relevance of the topics artistic value of American women writers of the 19 and
20t centuries. As a result of their being very practical literary forms in 1850s,
short story and novella gained increasing popularity among American readers
that promoted inculcation of realism in literature. Indeed, the ground for
realistic style in literature was laid in the short stories of American women

writers depicting the hardship of workers’ or women's lives.

The aim of the work is to observe the process of development of the short story
form and identify the role of women writers in this process. The work presents
detailed report on the women writers of that period based on their most

influential short stores or novellas.
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
