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Abstract

The following paper refers to the research which examines the influence of political violence
on change of political institutions. More precisely, the research questions are as following:
When does the government use the violent strategy to communicate with the society? What
is the impact of power usage on functioning of state institutions? How can institutional

changes be balanced with the result of violent actions?

In the framework of the above-mentioned research I will apply three main methods of
qualitative research: desk research, comparative analysis of the cases and interviews. Three
cases will be subject to the research: dispersal of the rally of “Occupy Wall Street” public
movement in the U.S. in 2011, periodic clashes between the government and paramilitary
groups in Columbia and the crackdown of peaceful anti-government protest in Georgia in

2007.

The results of the research support the following hypotheses: the possibilities of state
institutions define the choice of government to use the violent actions; frequent political
violence results in distrust in society and endangers the political institutions; the post-violent

situations may be balanced by the change of agent or structure of political institution.

The conclusions and final results of the following paper shed the light to new topics that can

be subject to future research.
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
