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Abstract

The legislative regulation of the Franchising was made in the legislative sphere of Georgia in
1997, when the Georgian Parliament adopted the Law of Georgia "Civil Code of Georgia".
("Articles 607-614 of the Civil Code of Georgia"). Considering that the above-mentioned
agreement can be considered well-established contract in the Georgian jurisdiction, legal
literature that concerns the problems of legal regulation of the pre-contractual stage of the
franchising agreement is scarce and superficial. Furthermore, given the fact that the courts of
Georgia do not have the practice which relates to the pre-contractual stage of the franchising
agreement, and the norms are very general, it follows that issue of regulation of the pre-

contractual stage of the franchising agreement is obvious.

It is noteworthy that in the country there are many business entrepreneurship activities based
on franchising relations. The population is engaged in the activities of these companies.
Consequently, the issue of legal regulation of pre-contractual stage of the franchising agreement
can create problems in the future and the Master’s diploma thesis can prevent the above

mentioned problems.

It is important to explain that the Georgian legislation is distinguished by the low standard of
protection of the interests of the franchisee in the pre-contractual stage of the franchising
agreement. The legislation is not regulated by the scope of providing information at the pre-
contractual stage, as well as the rights of the franchisor in terms of incomprehensible and
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inaccurate information, in terms of realizing the rights of violated rights etc. Leaving this legal
space to reckon on only the principle of good faith is very dangerous.

The aim of Master’s diploma thesis is to research the problems of pre-contractual stage of the
franchising agreement, based on the experience of other countries. This will result to take into
account recommendations and put this regulation in the legislation in order to protect
franchisee’s rights. As for frenchosor’s right there will be a clear legal space for him, the
information, which will be known for the other party, at the pre-contractual stage will be
protected accordingly.
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
