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Abstract

The South Caucasus states of Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia share many similar
historical developments and experiences during formation of their modern identity.
Defining their foreign policies at the beginning of 1990s also starts simultaneously after
regaining independence in similar conditions and environment. However, nowadays all
three countries have different foreign policy and priorities.

The study examines modern history of political development of the South Caucasus
countries - Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia and based on social-constructivist theory,
argues that identity played important role in defining the foreign policy of the mentioned
countries.

The study describes important events and experience that influenced shaping of their
modern identity.

The second part discusses the most important foreign policy decisions and conditions after
regaining independence.

The last part summarizes the role of identity in taking foreign policy decisions and explains
the specific decisions in terms of identity politics.

The study concludes that state identities of the countries of the South Caucasus played an
important role in shaping their foreign policies and social-constructivist approach that the
norms, beliefs and values that constitute the identity of the nation plays an important role
in formation of foreign policy proves to be right at the example of South Caucasus states.
