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Abstract

The following Master's thesis is a report on a research of the practice conducted at the 42nd
Public Physics and Mathematics School named after I. Vekua in Tbilisi. The research was
conducted by the students of Faculty of Sciences and Arts Master degree program ,Teacher of
basic and secondary level subject of secondary school/Subject group teacher (German language)

of Ilia State University.

In mentioned organizations the research of practice was conducted. In particular, the role of
movie, as a media mean for developing hearing-listening skills in the German lesson. The

research consists of theoretical and empirical stages.

At the initial stage of the research, as a result of a questioning of German language teachers and
pupils, the problem of research was identified. According to the teacher, in the German
language lesson, in comparison with other lessons, they work intensively with digital media
outlets, although this is not enough for pupils, because they are often prevented by a
malfunction of technical equipment in the school. During the in-depth interview the teacher
pointed, that before they didn’t work with movies in the German language lesson and it will be
different and at the same time interesting challenge for both teacher and the pupils. In turn,
most pupils pointed out in the questioning that they do not use digital media in general teaching
process and rarely use it in the German language lesson. For this reason, they find it hard to
understand, for example, the texts that are heard in the German language and suggested that the
visualization of the hearing with the help of movies would make easier this difficulty.
Consequently, as a result of agreement with the teacher and considering the great interest from
the pupils, it was planned to introduce learning videofilms in German language lessons which

were subjected to the subject of material.

The results of the questioning confirmed the hypothesis that the lack of sufficient time to work
on hearing and watching is not enough, and therefore the skills in the pupils are not properly

developed in Georgia. In addition, it was revealed that the movie is one of the most important

digital media outlets that develops listening skills, provides students with information about the

country and encourages their interest in target language.

There are no researches conducted in Georgia regarding this issue, however, the role of digital
media and media outlets has one research in the course of the study (Jsgoo®sdg 2012).
Consequently, research of the present practice may be of interest to educators and theorists
working in the field of learning and teaching foreign languages, in particular, German language

and not only it.
