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Abstract

Thesis deals with the speech acts of apology and their strategies. The most important theories
related to the issue are chronologically discussed in the theoretical part of the thesis which is

followed by the research. Three hypotheses are stated at the beginning of the research.

This thesis is an attempt to establish a possible interrelation between the speech acts of public

apology created by representatives of Georgian and American Society.

George Yule’s, Lakoff’s, Cohen and Olshatin’s theories have been used in the process of the
research. The empirical linguistic data have been obtained from different sources as online-
newspapers and recorded interviews. While conducting the research some of the hypotheses

have been proven and others have been rejected.
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
