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Abstract

In the Georgian legislation the regulation of legal relations loaded with “foreign element” was
implemented in 1998, when Georgia enacted International Private Law. This law determined
which legal order is applied when there are factual circumstances of a case related to a foreign

law, as well as the rules of procedural law that are applied during these proceedings.

Taking into consideration that in the modern world it has become routine to establish legal
relations between physical individuals and legal entities of different countries’, after the break-
up of the former Soviet Union, Georgian legal relations went beyond the local scope and
acquired international character. In today’s reality, it is very frequent that Georgian physical
individuals and legal entities establish legal relationships with foreign entrepreneurs. Therefore,
after recovering infringed right based on the mentioned relationship by court's decision, it is

urgent to enforce the present decision in defendant's country.

In recent years in Georgia international private legal relationships loaded with “foreign
element” have increased significantly. Taking into account the fact that Georgia, compared to
developed countries, does not have extensive theoretical, as well as practical experience in
international private law it became necessary to define and research many problems. One of the
central issues from the problems mentioned above is the enforcement of foreign awards in
Georgia. Especially, according to what criterion Georgian Court has the competence of

enforcement.

In Georgian law problems connected with the enforcement of “International Private Law”,
there are many general and defective norms in judicial, as well as in the theoretical literature.
Thus, it causes different types of interpretation and hinders the development of single judicial

practice and approach.

The aim of the present paper is to research the problem of criteria of competence about the

recognition and enforcement of decisions made in the foreign country by the Supreme Court of
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Georgia, as well as to develop recommendations for the improvement of our legal system based
on the experience of developed countries, this will contribute to the attractiveness of Georgian

legal system and defense of rights of parties internationally.
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
