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Abstract

Insurance incidents happen daily. For ordinary citizens as well as insurance law
specialists, it is difficult to analyze some of the cases and put them in a legal framework
because it requires deep analysis.

This paper presents the case when the insurance accident occurs between several
parties and the affected party has the right to claim compensation from two different parties
simultaneously. For example, when the insured has the right to claim compensation for the
damage because of a car accident, towards insurer and the third party. Subrogation is
different from other legal institutions such as regression, surrogacy, and the cess. Subrogation
is not a “giving up the request”, because it is realized by only by the insurer's as a new
creditor's interests. There is no need to identify the initial creditor's subrogation, as it will
result from the insurer's compensation for damages to the insurer.

In conclusion, we can say that the principle of subrogation serves justice. The main
objective of subrogation is the inadmissibility of unreasonable enrichment of the recipient of
the beneficiary, moreover the subrogation stabilizes the insurance activities and thereby
disciplinary influence on the damages. It is necessary that subrogation is separated from the

similar institutions at legislative level.
