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Abstract

Presented master's thesis concerns the problem of possession of one of the most important
parts of the civil law — property law. The main purpose of the master's thesis is to review and
analyze the legal database, case law and legal doctrine concerning the named institution,

prevailing in Georgia and in the continental European countries.

This comparative legal research mainly serves to improve, complete, develop the modern
Georgian law and provide respective recommendations for readers. The Master's thesis
shows a comparison of the owner’s factual and subjective possession rights, discusses in detail
respective regulations prevailing in the Roman-Germanic civil law countries and particularly
focuses on the interpretations of the regulations and court practices related to the institution

of legal ownership in the Georgian legislation.

It may be stated that the presented master's thesis is an attempt to bring some clarity
concerning specific legislative and practical gaps present in the Institute of possession

governed by the Civil Code of Georgia.
