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Abstract

The research given in this thesis will play a significant role in foreign affairs of Russian
Federation at Africa, as there is a lack of information on this topic in Georgian scientific and
generally, in international literature. According to this, thesis will fill the informational gap on a
well-forgotten and present Foreign Affairs Interests of Russian Federation policy. The work is
original, which until now in contrast of surveys made before, my work shows the connections,
engagement and influence of Russian Foreign Politics on western world, survey shows the linkage
on economic benefit and relationship with allies. Russian interests are highlighted in framework

of African Countries, in role of an ally and like-minded partner.

The goal of the work is investigating the reasons of activating Russian Federation
International Policy, revealing reasons and the fields Russia is actively engaged in African
Countries. The study of the thesis is almost 20 years of Russia's active foreign policy initiatives

during the Soviet Union and its renewed interest in the African continent.

For an empirical study of foreign policy, we used a qualitative research method to
determine the connection to determine a given phenomenon and a detailed description of this
fact. The information has been obtained from various sources. We used the "Intrinsic Case Study"

to explain Russian foreign policy. The methods of this type gave us an opportunity to review and

identify the linkage between variables.

The study has shown that support to African countries during Soviet Union period in
political and economic directions, education of the ruling elites and strengthening contacts,
practically has expired, because Kremlin does not have enough power to challenge with strong
players for the moment. Russia is actively trying recovery of an old influence, as well as to
intercept new fields. The Study has shown, that Kremlin declaratively fight against extremism,

terrorism, organized crime, as well as preventing the political radicalization of Islam.



As for the economic interests, the study revealed that Russian economic interests are
primarily related to the raw material market on the continent, in terms of strengthening positions.

It is also a priority for expansion of the key market for military-industrial and dual-use products.
