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Abstract

Following research refers to economic and political influences of China in Sub-Saharian Africa.
Half of the academia looks Chinese behaviour from the lens of neocolonialism whereas lots of
studies claim that the Sino-African relationship is Win-Loose from the perspective of
Dependency. Consequently, those works look at the issue from the Chinese perspective and
analyse it from the Neo-Colonialism, Realism, interdependency and dependency point of view.
The following thesis offers a different perspective- it mainly concentrates on the so-called
“recipient” countries- their political institutions and quality of governance.

The research has shown that the effectiveness of political institutions and the quality of
governance are the variables that mainly define the result of the Chinese relationship with some
African countries. Furthermore, evidently, it has resulted that when a country has good
governance and effective political institutions, relations with China are distributed equally (Win-
Win). On the contrary, when the receiver country struggles from the bad governance and
unstable political institutions, the result of the relationship is unevenly apportioned (Win-Loose).
In short, Chinese behaviour is close to colonialism there, where it faces up an ineffective system.
The theoretical framework of the research is built upon an agency-principle theory which
primarily measures the quality of governance effectiveness based on the behaviour of inter-state
actors. The following research is undertaken using the qualitative method of research. Focused
comparison of two sub-Saharan Countries has been sampled for a multiple case study: Gana and
Equatorial Guinea. While processing the research I have used different databases including the
reports and statistics of various international governmental/non-governmental organizations.
