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Abstract

The work was written for the purpose of analysing how does the media impacts on the
electoral environment. On the other hand, it was important to research whether the
polarization of electoral environment impacts on the polarization of media. Election is
one of the important events for the citizens of every country. Exactly the free elections
define the democracy of the country. It’s been only several decades since Georgia has
gained the independence. Since that, in this short period of time, we had passed through
the revolution. Due to the severe past and occupation of the territories of the country, a
lot of things depend on the political situation in Georgia. Since 2004 till today, the
elections held in Georgia have many times changed the agenda of the country, especially
after the parliamentary elections of the year 2004 and then- 2012. The major changes
took place in 2012, when “Georgian Dream” came to power and after the nine years of
governance of the “Unified National Movement” the ruling government was changed in
Georgia without any revolution, in a peaceful way, through the parliamentary election.
