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Abstract

The study of this article is an analysis of the dynamics of political processes in the Middle East,
which emphasizes the identical characteristics of foreign policy pursued by powerful states. The
complexity of the problems is based on several fundamental issues. First of all, the countries
represented in the region are not interrelated subjects. Some of them are so fragmented that their
sovereignty is questioned and in their foreign policy are reflected regime interests rather than
national. The environment, where foreign policy producers operate is multicultural. The foreign
policy process, beyond the regional inter-state system, also is influenced by transstate identities
and global hierarchy. The Middle East region is presented as an importer of destabilization, but
the reasons lead us to the Western imperialism and its permanent attacks on the borders of the

region.
