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Abstract

The research represented bellow, is a study of the Georgian post-soviet and post-imperial
memory narrative in general, with the research object of May 9 - "the Victory Day". The work is
based on the collective memory theory, which is one of the disciplines of the Memory Studies.
The issue has become more prominent in the last years as the Georgian society has more
aggravated reactions towards the May 9th. The work is based on the results obtained from the
focus group, field observation and survey conducted by the scholar and her analyzes. The results
of the study indicate that people whose memories about the Soviet Union are full of Soviet
sentiments are more loyal to May 9 as a holiday, rather than those who have no sentiments

towards the Soviet Union.
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
