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Abstract

This work covers the pupils at the Lepel Tbilisi 300 Aragveli Public school No75.
Psychosomatic symptoms and the level of aggressions level was studied in children, raised
in the nuclear family and single parent family. The aim of the research was to find if the
content of the family (nuclear vs single-parent) has an influence on the psychosomatic

symptomatology and aggression level in children.

The research was carried out in two phases. I recorded those students who visited
doctors with different problems and made a list of their complaints. For the second phase
I investigated the level of aggressions among the children who visited doctors. Finally,
children were divided into two groups: A: children raised in the nuclear family and B.

children raised in single-parent family.

The complaints of children, addressing school doctor were such as: headache,
stomach ache, toothache, diarrhoea, eye problems, aching ear, sore throat, peed pulse,

contusion, allergy, west pain, shortness of breath and gastric pains.

The percentage of the psychosomatic symptoms in the Group B made up to 38,5%,

about 3 times more as compared to the 10.6% in the Group A.

Children raise in single parent family displayed aggression in 46,2% cases, and

those, raised in the nuclear family — in 23,4%.

In conclusion: Children raised in the single parent family display aggression and
psychosomatic symptoms much frequently as compared to classmates, raised in nuclear

family.

Because there are very few studies in this field in Georgia, the research and the
recommendations would be useful and valuable for psychologists, psysicians, parents or

others interested in this sphere.
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
