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Abstract

The factor of activation of civil activism during the formation of civil society has a
significant impact on the development of democratic processes, since it increases citizens'
involvement in political processes. Also, the relations between the different activist groups and
social movements is of a significant importance, as it influences the solidarity issues both - the
relations between groups of different ideologies and within the group. The latter is important as

different forms of it exist, which creates different models of cooperation.

The objective of the research is to study the ambivalent nature of solidarity on the example
of three cases: narcopolitics, women issues and anti-homophobic groups. It also aims to determine
which factors impact this process and study its effect on civil society development. The forms of
solidarity manifestations, which can be observed, are seen on the examples of its representation
in public space. This issue is discussed with use of the theories of Robert Putnam, Jiirgen

Habermas, Gary Diamond, Emile Durkheim, Charles Taylor and others.

Based on the purpose of this research, the model of constructivist approach of Peter Berger
and Thomas Lukman was selected as a methodology, and, therefore, case studies are being used

within the qualitative method.

The study results show that the ideological vision has an impact on the issue of solidarity
existence and creates its different form. The interrelation between activist groups differs in each

case as there are many types of context, involved actors and ideological visions.
