Abstract

The following thesis is a comparative analysis study of Russian hybrid warfare in South
Caucasus countries. The research focuses on the information dimension of the hybrid
warfare and discusses narratives, methods, and instruments of Kremlin information

warfare in the three countries - Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan.

The aim of the research, on the one hand, is to identify similarities and differences
between these countries in terms of Russian information warfare and on the other hand
explain the factors, which determine these characteristics. In particular, using
qualitative research methods, the thesis will answer what determines the choice of

Russian hybrid methods in Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan.

The research confirmed the following hypothesis: 1. The more the target country
strives for Western integration, the more intensive is the Russian information war. 2.
The more the target country is dependent on Russia; less intensive is Russian
information war. 3. The more the country is democratic, the more intensive is the

Russian information war.
