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Abstract

The Kingdom of Egrisi and its castles are great interest for research to many scientists. In the
course of our topic we will try to answer the problems related to the use of ceramic building
materials in construction at the Khuntsi Fortress dating 4th-6th centuries AD, which is a newly
discovered archaeological site. The paper will focus on archaeological artifacts found at the
Khuntsi Fortress and their analysis. Khuntsi fortress has been destroyed and no traces of any
structures have been found on the surface before archaeological excavations. As it is known
there were no traces of the masonry include ceramic building materials, but during the
diggings in cultural layers were excavated a lot of pieces of ceramic building materials. The
main purpose of this paper is to interpret the use of construction ceramic building material
found at the Khuntsi Fortress. Also by comparing the other castles of the Kingdom of Egrisi
with the same period, we conclude how this was used for the Khuntsi fortress.

By comparison, ceramic building materials found at Khuntsi fortress finds analogues with the

4t-6% century AD monuments from other archaeological sites.
