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Abstract

The unstable situation and endless conflicts in the Middle East have been in the spotlight
for many years. The Iraq war has had a significant impact on the formation of the current
situation. Given the consequences, the military intervention by the coalition forces became an
important event.

The paper discusses three phases of change of military-political situation in Iraq: the pre-
intervention period, the period of the actions of coalition forces in 2003-2011 and the events that
took place after 2011, when coalition forces left the region.

The purpose of the study was to determine the extent to which the United States, through
its war with Saddam Hussein's regime, was able to remedy the adverse military-political situation
and ensure regional stability.

The thesis mainly uses qualitative research methodology. Both primary and secondary
sources were used. The theoretical framework is based on the theory of realism.

The research has shown that military intervention has only not solved existing problems,but

also has created new challenges and regional instability.
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
